He described the various aspects of inspection of weights and measures along with the 

procedure to be followed by the police in a cognizable offence which are mentioned in Section 

153 and 154 of CrPC respectively.

P.K. Verma explained the role of prosecution in a trial 

while stressing on the legal opinion of the prosecution and the scrutiny of the investigation 

conducted by the investigative agency within the wider ambit of a trial to ascertain the guilt of 

the accused person.
